An exhibition entitled “Henry Dyer Collection” was held at
Mitchell Library in Glasgow (Scotland), Dyer’s hometown, from
May 11 to June 30, 2005. It was one of many events under “The
2005 EU-Japan Year of People-to-People Exchanges” which was
celebrated in Japan and 25 EU Member States throughout the year
2005 to develop exchanges, contact and understanding between
people in Japan and the European Union.

After the death of Henry Dyer (1848-1918), who was a hired
teacher at the Imperial College of Engineering, Tokyo (predeces-
sor of the Engineering Department of University of Tokyo), the
Dyer family donated his artifacts relating mainly to Japan to the
Library. This exhibition placed some of these materials on display.

The exhibition was not a large-scale one, however; it was a
rather small exhibition, where nine glass cabinets and seven large
boards were arranged in a section on the fifth floor of the Library.

In this exhibition, various books printed in Japan, albums,

hanging scrolls, hand scrolls and other materials related to Japan
were selected from Dyer's bequest, and displayed. There were no
pairs of large folding screens set up, and no framed oil paintings
decorated the walls. Nonethless, even though it was a small-scale
exhibition for which no pictorial catalogue was produced, it must
have quenched the thirst of visitors interested in Japanese culture.
It presented a collection of materials related to Japanese historical
facts and folklore, displaying works on a variety of subjects, such
as figures of historically important people, pictures and images of
common people, flowers, birds, sceneries and images of the lives of
common people in each season (e.g., a hand scroll telling the
“Prince Yoshitsune History”, or Bairei Kono’s Drawings of a
Hundred Birds.) It also must have fostered interest in Japan. In
spite of its humble outlook, it is considered to have been a
significant exhibition.

This exhibition is also important because it is a historical
artifact of exchange between UK and Japan, and because it clearly
shows an ardent interest of Dyer himself in Japan.

Furthermore, it is noteworthy that a new pamphlet was created
as a consequence of the Henry Dyer Collection exhibition. It is a
twofold pamphlet entitled “Japanese Scrolls and Illustrated

Albums:Treasures from the Mitchell” (four pages in total).



On the cover, a picture of warriors, which depicts Yasutoki
Hojo, a regent during the Kamakura Shogunate, is arranged
beautifully. It consists of two sections, “Henry Dyer Bequest” and
“Japanese Prints,” and the descriptive text is virtually identical to

the text printed on the boards used in the exhibition.
