1. Rent
Should Tenant's term of residence be less than one (1) full month, rent and the maintenance fee for that period shall be pro-
rated on a per diem basis (Before July 1, 2025: 2,000 yen/daily and 40 yen/daily. From July 1, 2025: 2,500 yen/daily and
50 yen/daily.).

2. Conditions of Payment
Tenant shall pay each month's rent by the last day of the previous month. For example, Tenant must pay February rent by
the end of January. With regard to the rent for the first month of occupancy, the payment is due by the last day of the month.
Therefore, at the end of the first month of occupancy, tenant must remit the rental payment for the first and second months.
Any and all fees involved in remitting the monthly rent payment shall be the responsibility of Tenant. Payments made to
the University cannot be refunded for'any reason. Monthly rent payments shall be made to the following account:

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3.. Notification

3.1. If Tenant is to be away from the apartment for two (2) weeks or more, then Tenant must notify the Center for
Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) in writing at least one (1) week prior to any such absence.

3.2 When Tenant recognizes any problem in the apartment or with the furniture and/or appliances provided, then
Tenant must report such problems to the Center for Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) immediately.

3.3. When any change in Tenant information stated in this memorandum occurs, then Tenant must report any such

information changes to the Center for Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) immediately.

Prohibited Conduct

4.1. Tenant must not sublease Tenant apartment to a third party.

4.2, Tenant must not make any changes or alterations to the structure or to the interior either.

4.3. No pets allowed.

4.4, Using cigarettes, fireworks, candles, barbecue grills (lit charcoal), or other similar acts that involve fire is strictly

prohibited in common areas and on balconies. Smoking in a private room, however, is allowed. Tenant is charged
for any restoration of the room to original condition (e.g. burn marks, discoloring) caused by smoking.

4.5. Visitors between 24:00 and 8:00, visitors staying overnight, or other people living with Tenant are not allowed.

4.6. Any behavior that inconveniences other tenants and residents living nearby is prohibited.

Repairs

5.1. When any damage to the main structure part of the building, common area, furniture or appliances is caused by
fault of Tenant, Tenant must ensure that the proper repairs are made and shall assume all financial responsibility
thereto.

5.2 When any damage and/or dirtiness arises from daily use to any area except for the main structure, common area

or attached facilities, Tenant must ensure that the proper repairs are made; and shall assume all financial
responsibility thereto, including but not limited to replacing light bulbs and batteries, minor repairs involving
appliances and provided furniture, etc. The company that can conduct repairs in the building has been decided
according to the contract between the University and the Landlord and therefore cannot be chosen by the tenant. .

5.3. Tenant must clean the rented apartment regularly (including cleaning air conditioner filter(s) once a month). The
cost of any repair or replacement that arises from failure of cleaning shall'be borne by Tenant.

Housing Insurance
The apartment is covered by insurance through The University of Tokye. In the event of any damage, Tenant must inform
the Center for Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) immediately.

Period of Occupancy
Tenant period of occupancy is stated above.

Entry Policy

The university reserves the right to enter the room for the purpose of assessing the general condition of the room, to make
repairs, and to enforce rules and regulations. University staff will ring the doorbell and/or knock on the door and announce
themselves. After 2 knocks, if the resident does not respond, staff will announce their intention to use the spare key to open
the door. If no response is received, university staff reserves the right to enter the room.

Notice of Move Out

In principle, The University of Tokyo does not allow Tenant to vacate the apartment before the expiration date stated in this
memorandum. However, if Tenant must vacate the apartment for reasons such as being forced to return to Tenant's country
or withdrawing from the University, then Tenant must notify the Center for Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) in writing
and submit the move-out form by the first'day of previous month of your move-out. In case the submission of the form is
late, Tenant may be charged for a full month rent for the final month even if Tenant does not stay for a full month.

Cancellation of Memorandum

In the event of any of the following, The University of Tokyo may cancel this memorandum immediately.

10.1.  When arrival is significantly delayed without justifiable reason.

10.2. When Tenant s in arrear of rent and failed to pay within ten (10) days after the demand for payment.

10.3.  When Tenant loses the eligibility (including leave of absence).

10.4.  When Tenant is absent from the apartment for more than two (2) weeks without proper notice, and the absence
continues for one (1) month or more.

10.5. When a Tenant disturbs or causes any undue inconvenience to other residents in the building, or to the
neighborhood.

Termination of Occupancy

11.1.  Prior to the move-out date, a university staff member will visit the room to conduct a room check. Tenant must
clean the window curtains, and the mattress cover prior to the room check.

11.2. At the end of the agreed upon period of occupancy, Tenant must restore the apartment to its original condition
before vacating the apartment. The University charges the Tenant for the cleaning which would be 9,500 yen (tax
excluded). For move-out dates after June 30, 2025, the cleaning fee will be 23,000 yen (tax excluded). If necessary,
the University will also charge for any repair expenses.

11.3.  Tenant must return all apartment keys to the Center for Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) when Tenant vacates
the apartment.
11.4.  If Tenant loses any apartment keys, Tenant must notify the Center for Global Education (Kashiwa Branch) of the
situation immediately. The University of Tokyo shall have the lock and keys changed. Tenant shall be responsible
for all costs involved.
