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This report summarizes the results of the Surveys for International Students, which were conducted as part of the 71st
Surveys on Student Life Conditions conducted in AY 2021.
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1. Creating the Questionnaire and conducting data analysis

-The Surveys on International Student Life Conditions Working Group and the International Education Support Office,
Division for Global Campus Initiatives carried out the planning of the questionnaire and conducted analysis.

-The surveys consisted of common items with the university-wide Survey on Student Life Conditions (hereinafter the
basic survey) and items specific to international students, which were taken from the surveys on International Student
Life Conditions that were conducted in AY 2018 (68th survey), AY 2019 (69th survey) and AY 2020 (70th survey).

2. Survey Period : January 19th — February 20th, 2022

3. Survey Subjects

-The 71st survey was conducted for both undergraduate and graduate students.

-Students who are eligible to take the International Student Survey are non-Japanese nationals with a status of residence
other than Special Permanent Resident, Permanent Resident, Long Term Resident, or Spouse or Child of a Japanese
National/ Special Permanent Resident/ Permanent Resident. In the case of undergraduate students, eligible students are
limited to those enrolled in degree programs, which is the same condition applied to domestic students taking the basic
survey. But as there are many international students at the graduate level who begin their enrollment as research students,
“International Research Students” are eligible to take the survey for international graduate students.

4. Survey Method

-The surveys were conducted online (anonymously) (in Japanese and English).

-Students received information regarding the survey through UTAS and from their Faculty/College and Graduate School
offices.

2. When the term “domestic students” is mentioned within this summary report, it refers to students with Japanese
nationality or non-Japanese students with a status of residence such as Permanent Resident.

3. Comparison with past international student survey results

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Basic Information
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117 undergraduate students (response rate, 36.4%), and 1,108 graduate students (response rate, 25.9%) responded to the
survey. The general characteristics of the response were consistent with previous surveys.

Sex, country/region of origin, and other attributes of the respondents generally reflected the breakdown of international
students enrolled at the University. Over 60% of the survey participants are from China, which reflects the increasing
numbers of students from China. Compared to domestic students, the ratio of female students is higher for international
students. However, demographic characteristics of international students, including the ratio of female students and age
distribution varies depending on the country and region.

At the time of survey participation, 19.7% of undergraduate students and 30.3% of graduate students answered that
they had not entered Japan since their enrollment at UTokyo.

The diverse nature of the international students should be noted when analyzing the results of this survey.

Although the characteristics of respondents reflected the proportion of enrolled international students, the proportion of
responses from first-year undergraduate students (38.5%) was higher than that of enrolled students. The proportion of
responses from the senior division was lower than that of enrolled students, while the proportion of responses from
engineering students and PEAK students in the junior division was higher than that of enrolled students.

For the graduate survey, responses were received from master’s students (n=549), professional degree students (n=24),
doctoral students (including veterinary medicine) (n=426), and graduate research students (n=109). The affiliation of the

respondents reflected the proportion of enrolled graduate students.

Of those who responded, 45.3% of undergraduate students and 65.3% of graduate students were originally from China.
According to student data from recent years (collected as of Nov. 1st each year), the percentage of students from China
was 58.3% in AY 2019, 64.0% in 2020 and 65.9% in AY 2021. The country of origin of survey respondents is a good
representation of the recent increase of Chinese students.

About 60% of graduate students have continued to study Japanese after enrolling at the University, and about half of
them have attended the Japanese language classes provided by the University. Only a small percentage (6.2%) of
graduate students selected “I am neither studying Japanese now nor planning to do so in the future.” Among those who
have continued to study Japanese, about half of the students selected a non-academic reason as to why they were
studying it; 26.9% of students selected “to interact with Japanese people” and 25.4% selected “to survive daily life in
Japan” as the reason why they were currently studying Japanese. Only about one-fourth of the students selected
academic-related reasons for studying Japanese.

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After COVID-19, the lecture style preferred the most was "both in-person and online classes" with more than 60% of
both undergraduate and graduate students selecting this option. The number of respondents who preferred to take a
combination of in-person and online classes increased from 56% in the AY 2020 (70th) survey. However, 74.7% of
undergraduate domestic students selected they prefer “both in-person and online classes”, showing that international
students prefer this style less.

As for the effect of the COVID-19 pandemic beyond academics, undergraduate students reported that their “career and
job hunting” 55.6% (39.3%), “relationship with family and friends”55.6% (41.7%), “mental and physical health” 71.3%
(63.0%), “income”47.8% (45.2%), and “the way to spend leisure time” 59.1% (question item was changed from the
previous survey) have been “strongly negatively” and “negatively” affected by the pandemic. Compared to the results of
the 70th survey conducted in March 2021, students who feel strongly negatively impacted by the pandemic increased.
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For graduate students, this was the first survey conducted since the pandemic started. They reported that their “career
and job hunting” 62.7%, “relationship with family and friends” 52.4%, “mental and physical health” 60.5%, “income”
53.8%, and “the way to spend leisure time” 65.0%. have been “strongly negatively” and “negatively” impacted by the
pandemic. Both undergraduate and graduate international students reported the pandemic affected them as more “strongly
negative” than domestic students.

In total, more than 60% of international graduate students reported that their research progress had been impacted by
COVID-19 in both AY 2020 and 2021.

36.5% of international graduate students who had enrolled at UTokyo before Autumn 2019 (before COVID-19) reported
that their research had been significantly impacted in AY 2020. The number of students who felt impacted in AY 2021
declined, and only 17.6% of students felt their research was significantly impacted. Students who enrolled after Spring
2020 reported about the same amount of impact for both AY 2020 and AY 2021, probably because their research activities
at UTokyo had started during the pandemic. When further looking at the experiences of students coming from humanities
or STEM fields, 45.9% of students majoring in humanities who enrolled before Autumn 2019 experienced a significant
impact on their research in AY 2020.

Although the general trend is consistent with previous survey results, there seems to be an increasing trend that more

students are selecting Japan as their study abroad destination because they are “interested in the Japanese language and

culture”. The decision of students to select UTokyo is impacted mostly by the University’s reputation, for example, being

highly ranked in the world university rankings.

When asked about where they lived before enrolling at the University, 54.4% of undergraduate students indicated they

had been living in Japan prior to enrollment. 7% of undergraduate students graduated from a high school in Japan, while
93.0% finished high school outside of Japan.
In comparison, only about one third of graduate students had lived in Japan prior to enrollment, and a high percentage of
graduate students enrolled at the University immediately after arriving in Japan. Only 2.1% of graduate students
completed their bachelor’s degree at UTokyo. 64.3% of graduate students first enrolled at UTokyo in a master’s program,
and 22.3% of graduate students first enrolled in a doctoral degree program.

Undergraduate students generally show satisfaction with their current affiliated department, and the results are
consistent with the results of the surveys conducted in AY 2018 (68th) and AY 2020 (70th). Around 40% of
international graduate students answered that they were generally satisfied with their research progress.
However, students who had not entered Japan after their enrollment showed stronger dissatisfaction. Compared
with domestic students, international graduate students generally have higher satisfaction with their research
environment. However, the percentage who selected that they were satisfied with their research environment

decreased compared to the results of the survey conducted in AY 2019.

Undergraduate students who chose their major after enrollment selected “it went according to my plan” 82.3%
(78.8% 78.6%), “it went mostly according to my plan” 15.2%(19.7% 17.9%), and “it did not go according to
my plan” 2.5%(1.5% 3.6%) . These results overlap with the results from past surveys. When it came to
satisfaction with their current department, undergraduate students selected that they are satisfied (39.8%) or
somewhat satisfied (31.9%).71.7% (73.2% 69.0%) also expressed general satisfaction with their current

The percentage of international students who had participated in academic conferences held outside Japan was

not significantly different from that of domestic students. On the other hand, when it came to conferences held in
Japan, international students had significantly less experience than domestic students. 56.8% had not attended
any conferences held in Japan, and 74.1% had no experience making presentations at academic conferences held
in Japan. Possible reasons for this include the fact that some of the international students participating in the
survey were non-degree research students, some students were still outside of Japan, and also the students’
limited Japanese language skills. Since this is the first time this item was included in the international student

version of the survey, it will be necessary to continue to monitor their participation in the future.

The average daily research and study time was the longest among doctoral students (7.6 hours, SD=2.6),
followed by master’s students (5.7 hours, SD=2.8). When divided into the humanities and STEM fields, STEM
doctoral students spent 7.9 hours (SD=2.5), humanities doctoral students spent 5.9 hours (SD=2.4), STEM
master’s students spent 6.1 hours (SD=2.8), and humanities master’s students spent 4.9 hours (SD=2.5) per day,

indicating that STEM doctoral students spent the longest amount of time conducting research. Among graduate
students who are already in Japan, half of the students in STEM fields reported that they attended school every
day during weekdays.

Among international graduate students, except for professional degree program students, the percentage who answered

that they felt no dissatisfaction or anxiety with regards to their research activities or research guidance was only around
20%. The exception to this was professional degree program students, with 58.3% answering that they were generally
satisfied with their progress.The most frequently selected reason for dissatisfaction was “I am not making progress or
achievement the way I want”, which was selected by 49.8% (56.2%)of doctoral students, 33.2%(42.0%) of master’s
students, and 35.8% (31.1%)of research students. Master’s (32.6%) and research students (34.9%) selected “I’m worried
about my ability or suitability” more frequently than doctoral students (26.1%).

Regarding satisfaction with their research environment, students selected they were “satisfied” with “the way
administrative staff handle their work” 50.4% (57.5%) , “teaching methods of faculty advisor” 49.6% (47.4%) , “personal
relationships” 29.1% (33.3%), “funding allowance for research” 34.2% (37.5%), and “laboratory facilities and study
space” 39.3% (48.9%) . Satisfaction with “teaching methods of faculty advisor” did not decrease compared to the results
of the survey conducted in AY 2019. However, the percentage of students who selected “satisfied” decreased in other
areas, showing a possible negative impact due to restricted campus activities during the pandemic.

International undergraduate students show a stronger preference for pursing graduate studies than their domestic
peers. This tendency is consistent with previous surveys. The career plan of master’s students is more diverse than that of
doctoral students, and the support needs of students who plan to continue on to a doctoral program and those who plan to
find a job after completing their master’s program differ greatly.

Among students who wish to find employment after graduation, a high percentage wish to work in Japan. There are
also students who wish to return to their home country or find employment in a third country.

Since the survey responses include many first-year students, there are still many students who answered that their career
path is undecided. However, there are also many second- and third-year students, who also feel that they lack sufficient
information for career planning. Among graduate students, the percentage of students who plan to obtain job hunting
information from their department or laboratory is higher for first-year master’s and doctoral students than students in
other years of their program. Especially when it comes to students who entered Japan during the pandemic, more career
support should be provided, regardless of their year of study.

About 60% of the students planning to pursue graduate studies are considering UTokyo as a candidate, and slightly
over 30% are considering a graduate school that is not located in Japan or their home country. Over 90% of students
selected “to acquire more advanced knowledge and experience” as their reason for attending graduate school.

Nearly half of the international undergraduate students have not yet decided the location where they would like to
look for future employment. Of the students who reported selecting a location they would like to look for work, 70% of
them chose “within Japan”. This was the highest percentage reported, however this percentage was 93.3% in the 68th
survey and 84.0% in the 70th survey. Due to the small number of undergraduate international student respondents, it is
still difficult to conclude that this shows a decreasing trend in the number of students wishing to work in Japan after
graduation. So, it is necessary to follow up the trend in the future survey.

For graduate students, when looking at plans after graduation by degree type, the survey results from this year and AY
2019 show similar trends. However, for students who plan to graduate with a doctoral degree, the percentage who
answered they have not yet decided what to do after graduation increased from 24.1% in 2019 to 31.9% in this survey.
The percentage of students planning to graduate with a master’s degree who answered they would like to seek employment
within Japan was 43.2% (50.4%), and 23.3% (18.2%) of them answered they wish to seek employment in their home
country after completing their master’s degree program. As with the results of the survey for undergraduate students, this
trend should be closely observed to see if it indicates a downward trend in the number of students seeking employment
in Japan.

35.6% (27.3%) of undergraduate students in the humanities wished to work as a researcher, and 35.1% (19.8%) of
undergraduate students in STEM fields selected “researcher in the private sector,” both showing an increase from the

70th survey. 43.6% (44.0%) of graduate students selected “educator or researcher at a university.” 26.1% of graduate
students in STEM fields selected “researcher in the private sector” and 16.9% of graduate students in the humanities
selected “office work at a company.” About half of the master’s students plan to find a non-researcher job. Over 70% of
research students, many of whom go on to join a master’s program, expressed that they wanted a research-related job.
This means some students reconsider their future goals during the course of their master’s program, changing their
original plan to seek a job not related to research.

Half of the second- and third-year undergraduate students reported “I do not know how to find information”. As this
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item was not included in previous surveys, analyzing how COVID-19 might have impacted job hunting for students is
not possible. However, a delayed entry into Japan or restricted interaction among students that second- and third-year
students have experienced during the first two years of the pandemic might be causing a situation that renders them unable

to obtain the necessary information for job hunting.

For international graduate students, more students in the first year of their master’s or doctoral program selected
“recommendation from the university or information from laboratory” as a source of information. Students who selected
“open/public job listings” increased for second-year students and above. Some students might not have the sufficient

resources to understand when and how they can obtain information for job hunting.

Many international students were strongly concerned about their academics and future plans. The results are consistent
from surveys conducted even before the pandemic. However, the percentage of students who felt anxious and worried
increased in the 71st survey. The percentage of students who felt worried about their life in Japan, improving their
Japanese language skills, and making friends also increased. The percentage of students who reported having mental
health concerns was higher among international students than their domestic peers. Many students also reported that
they did not have Japanese friends on campus with whom they could talk about their concerns.

For comparison among previous survey results, the graphs are shown in the following order: 68th (undergraduate
students), 70th (undergraduate students), 71st (undergraduate students), 69th (graduate students), and 71st (graduate
students). For undergraduate students, “academics” (86.5%), “what I will do in the future” (81.1%), and “improvement
of Japanese language skills” (70.8%) were the top three concerns. For graduate school students, “academics”, “what I
will do in the future”, and “money/financial independence” were selected. Although the order of selection did not
change significantly compared to previous survey results, the percentage of students who selected that they were
“often” worried or “sometimes” worried increased. Compared to the 70th survey, there was also an increase in the

The percentage of students who “often” experienced “strong anxiety” was 27.1% for international undergraduate students

and 22.2% for international graduate students. Compared to the results from last year’s survey (70th survey),
undergraduate students showed a decrease in the number of items that made them feel unwell, but there were many items
where the percentage of students who selected experiencing them “often” increased. Graduate students showed an
increase in the percentage of students who experienced mental health instability from many items when compared to the
69th survey.

When asking for advice and support, students reported that they would turn to their mother or father, or those of the
same nationality. These results are the same for both undergraduate and graduate students, and are consistent with the
results of previous surveys. Undergraduate students reported that they had very few people they would talk to for support
other than their parents. Very few undergraduate students reported that they would ask Japanese friends on campus for
support. This tendency is shown not only by students who have not entered Japan, but also by students who are in Japan.

70% of students who were in Japan selected their accommodation type as a “private apartment”. The average
rent for a single student was 87,442 yen for undergraduate students, and 75,578 yen for graduate students.
Among graduate students who were in Japan, the campus where they primarily studied was Hongo (48.1%),
Komaba I (8.3%), Komaba II (6.9%), and Kashiwa (12.6%). The average rent by campus was 72,932 yen
(Komaba I), 75,405 yen (Komaba II), 58,788 yen (Kashiwa), 75,645 yen (Hongo), and 70,666 yen for students
from other campuses. The average rent for private apartments among undergraduate students was 87,441 yen,

which is especially high.

11.1% of undergraduate students and 25.1% of graduate students reported using the university guarantor system
when renting an apartment. In the AY 1998 survey, which was before the university guarantor system was
introduced, 45% of international students reported asking their academic supervisor to be their guarantor. In the
AY 2014 survey, which was after the system was introduced, 55.3% of students used the system, and the
percentage of students who asked their supervisors to become a guarantor decreased to 11.2%.

In the recent AY 2018 (68th) and AY 2019 (69th) surveys, some students selected that a guarantor was “not
requested" or they “could not use the university guarantor system”, indicating an increasing trend of properties
that do not require an individual guarantor or only accept a rent guarantor company. For this survey, the
percentage of students who used the university guarantor system further decreased. We need to closely monitor if

the barriers to renting an apartment for international students are decreasing.

The living expenses for students in Japan were financially supported by themselves, their fathers, and
their mothers, at around 40% each for undergraduate and master's students, while 70% of professional
and doctoral students answered they were financially supporting themselves. Many doctoral level
international students maintain their finances through their own scholarships. The annual income of the
families of international students in their home countries is heavily skewed toward a lower income
bracket compared to domestic students, but there are also large differences within the international
student population. Many students also did not respond to the questions regarding finances. This limits
to conclude actual financial conditions of international students only from this survey result.

More than half of the fathers of undergraduate students earn less than 4,500,000 yen per year. Around 70% of
the fathers of graduate students earn less than 4,500,000 yen per year. Although there are a certain number of
students who do not have parent(s) or have parents who do not have any income, 20% of undergraduate students’
fathers earn more than 10,000,000 yen per year. However, as nearly half of the international undergraduate student
respondents chose "I don't know" or did not answer this question, there is limitation to conclude the trend of the
household income situation of undergraduate international students only from this survey result.

149 students reported the conditions of their spouse’s income, and the distribution of this annual income is quite
similar to the situation indicated by the students. It shows the possibility that the spouses of students may also be
students themselves. So, the circumstances of the household income of students and their spouses can vary greatly

depending on if they have two or one sources of income.

Close to half of both international undergraduate and graduate students selected their fathers' occupation as

either “management” or “professional”. However, compared to domestic students, the percentage of students
who have a father who is not working is higher among international students. A smaller percentage of
international students’ mothers engage in “office work/sales/service industry” than those of domestic students.
For undergraduates in particular, mothers working in the “educational sector” counted for a high percentage of

As for the subjective evaluation of economic “living conditions,” 49.4% of international undergraduate
students and 31.0% of graduate students selected they are comfortable with their current conditions. However,
the evaluation of their living conditions varied greatly depending on if they had been able to enter Japan or if
they were receiving a scholarship. The expenses and income of international students have not changed
significantly compared to the results from surveys before the pandemic, but housing costs have been increasing
yearly. Although scholarship and the money sent from home are main sources of income, the actual financial
situation of international students differs greatly from person to person, as some students have multiple sources

of income, while others have only a specific source of income.

In response to the subjective assessment of their financial situation, 49.4% (44.6% 43.1%) of international

undergraduate students and 31.0% (38.5%) of international graduate students selected “very comfortable” or
“somewhat comfortable” respectively. Graduate students who had not been able to enter Japan since enrollment
reported “very uncomfortable” or “somewhat uncomfortable” more frequently than students who were already in
Japan. A certain number of students at the graduate level had already resigned from their jobs and had no source
of income in their home country. They were having financial difficulties since some of them could not receive
their scholarship unless they entered Japan. Please also see 10-4 to see the effect of scholarships on subjective
comfortability.

On the other hand, there was no significant difference in the subjective comfortability among undergraduate
students regardless of their entry status. Compared to the results from AY 2020(70" survey), the subjective

comfortability of undergraduate students slightly improved in this year’s survey.

The analysis on income and expenses was conducted without including data from students who had not yet
entered Japan since their enrollment at UTokyo. Direct comparison to the basic survey result for these items should
be done carefully, as there are some differences in the questions and the date included in the calculation of averages
between two surveys.

For example, when calculating the average income and expenses, students who selected “0” for each item were
also excluded in international student survey. Thus, for example, for "part-time job" income, the figures show the
average for students who have income from part-time job. The table shows the number of students who have listed

their income and expenses in each applicable item, which should be referenced together.

The average monthly income for undergraduate students was 160,172 yen (182,113 yen/155,803 yen). For
graduate students living on their own, the average monthly income was 157,523 yen (161,975 yen), and for
graduate students living with family, it was 215,088 yen (241,781 yen).

The main sources of income were scholarships/research funding and funds from family in their home country.
The average monthly remittances from families were 77,326 yen (88,333 yen, 81,415 yen) for undergraduate
students and 91,261 yen (94,128 yen) for graduate students. The average monthly income from part-time jobs was
42,031 yen (44,737 yen, 41,162 yen) for undergraduate students and 47,538 yen (46,713 yen) for graduate students.

As students who selected “0” for each item were not included in the averages, some of the students received

neither remittances nor scholarships, and obtained income only through their part-time jobs.

The total expenses were 131,094 yen (153,362 yen, 129,448 yen) for undergraduate students, 129,257 yen

(137,061 yen) for graduate students living on their own, and 182,672 yen (190,457 yen) for graduate students
living with family.

More than half of the students’ expenses went toward rent, and the average rent was 72,258 yen (70,914 yen,
47,268 yen) for undergraduate students, and 65,275 yen (58,227 yen) for graduate students living on their own.
The average rent is increasing possibly due to the overall increase of private apartment rent as well as the recent
increase in the accommodation fees of university dormitories, including the newly opened Mejirodai International

Village, where rent is comparatively high. For more information on housing, please refer to Section VII.

Regarding the average income and expenses per month, compared to results from previous surveys conducted since AY
1998, the income and expenses of single students have not changed significantly, remaining at around 160,000 yen and
130,000 yen, respectively. The average income of students who live with family members varies greatly depending on
the year. This might be due to a relatively small number of applicable students, meaning that the average income is easily
influenced by the household financial situation of certain students. On the other hand, the expenses of students with family
members have generally remained stable at around 190,000 yen.

The percentage of international undergraduate students who were not receiving a scholarship was 31.0%, and

69.0% (62.2% 74.3%) selected “I am receiving a scholarship”. The average amount received per month was
117,941 yen (118,654 yen, 110,714yen). 36.1% of graduate international students reported that they were not
receiving any scholarships or funding. However, just as many students did not respond to this question, so it is not
possible to say if the results reflect the actual rate of students receiving financial support. Around 30% of master’s

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Many students who do not receive scholarships or other forms of financial support selected that they feel
extremely uncomfortable with the financial aspect of their current living situation. However, 12% of
undergraduate students and 27% of graduate school students who receive scholarships or other financial support
also selected that they were “somewhat uncomfortable” or “uncomfortable” with their current situation. As the
cost of living rises, students who do not have savings, money sent from home, or income from a part-time job are
finding it difficult to support themselves only with stipends from a scholarship while living in Japan. Also, as
mentioned in 9-1, a number of students had not yet entered the country and were not receiving scholarships at
the time the survey was conducted, which may partially explain why some students with scholarships did not

feel financially comfortable.

The percentage of students who engaged in a part-time job was larger among international undergraduate students than
graduate students. Compared to domestic students, the reason given for holding a part-time job was more likely to be in
order to cover living expenses. However, undergraduate students also engage in part-time jobs to obtain experience,
suggesting the importance of understanding what motivates them to engage in part-time jobs beyond the aspect of
financial need.

46.5% (49.4%, 57.5%) of international undergraduate students reported holding a long-term part-time job (that lasted
over a month) outside of the university.

They reported their working hours as 10.8 hours (SD=9.56) per week and earned a monthly average of 42,031 yen
(44,737yen 41,162 yen) from these jobs. The AY 2020 survey showed 8.0 hours and the AY 2018 survey showed 11.4
hours, so the amount of time that students are working at their part-time job is approaching pre-pandemic levels.

For international graduate students, 65% reported that they did not hold a part-time job. This percentage is larger than
that of domestic students. Graduate students that did have a part-time job reported working 12.7 hours (SD=9.61) per
week, and earning a monthly average of 51,203 yen (46,713 yen) .

The most frequently selected reason undergraduate students gave for why they were engaging in a part-time job was,
“to earn money to support my life” 48.9% (53.2%, 42.9%), followed by “to gain work experience” 27.7% (25.5%, 26.5%),
and “to further enjoy my student life” 17.0% (12.8% 22.4%) . Compared to domestic students, more international students
engage in part-time jobs to financially support themselves. The percentage of students who selected “to further enjoy my
student life” increased from the previous survey conducted in AY 2020 when students were unable to engage in part-time
jobs due to the pandemic. There were considerably more undergraduate students (27.7%) than graduate students (16.9%)
who selected “to gain work experience” as a reason for engaging in a part-time job.

The most common reason for graduate students to engage in a part-time job was “to earn money to support my life,”
which was chosen by 64.3% (61.3%), followed by “to gain work experience” 16.9% (17.2%), “to pay tuition” 9.8%
(5.5%), and “to further enjoy my student life” 5.9% (8.7%). More international graduate students selected covering
necessary daily expenses as a reason for engaging in a part-time job compared to domestic students. The percentage of
international students who are holding part-time jobs in order to support their daily lives and pay tuition has been
increasing, which shows that students with greater need are likely to have part-time jobs. Compared to undergraduate
students, more graduate students engage in part-time jobs to financially support themselves.

International undergraduate students’ expectations for teaching and classes are generally strong, and items such as
“improving teaching methods” and “classes that can be taken in English” have been ranked high.

Both undergraduate and graduate students showed strong expectations for areas that pertain to internationalization and
financial support. Expectations for “opportunities to interact with Japanese students” have been stronger since the
pandemic. Items such as “improvement of campus facilities” have been selected less, which is probably due to the
conditions that prevented many international students from being able to study on campus.

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Results from the AY 2021 (71st) Survey for International Students

The 71st survey was the first integrated survey conducted for all UTokyo students, including both undergraduate and
graduate students, domestic students, and international students. In particular, the international student survey provides
valuable data on the actual living conditions of international students, who have been exposed to many hardships due to
various pandemic-related restrictions over the two years since the spread of COVID-19.

The results show that international students are generally more satisfied with the academic and research environment
at UTokyo compared to their domestic peers, but they are also more anxious and experience more mental health
instabilities than domestic students, making their study abroad experience a highly anxious one. These findings were also
seen before the pandemic but have become even more prominent in the 71st survey.

Furthermore, at the time the survey was conducted, 19.7% of international undergraduate students and 30.3% of
international graduate students answered that they had not been in Japan since the pandemic. The survey results are also
strongly influenced by these conditions. Depending on their time of entry to Japan, students have faced various restrictions
on their student lives, which have different impacts on their mental health and experiences with anxiety and distress.
These factors are still negatively impacting the students’ experience.

Job-hunting process is usually complicated and requires additional time for preparation as many international students
seek employment opportunities both in Japan and outside of Japan. However, many students did not seem to have enough
information. Limited opportunities to interact with Japanese students and speak Japanese during pandemic may also have
a negative impact on their career development. It will be important to continue to closely monitor the actual situation and
provide necessary support.

The reasons students gave for choosing the UTokyo were not significantly different from those in previous years, with
the reputation of the university and expectations for the excellent research environment being the deciding factors. On
the other hand, an increasing number of students selected an interest in Japanese culture as their reason for choosing Japan
as a study abroad destination. Although many students do not require Japanese language proficiency for academic
purposes, they are still interested in learning the language. It will be important to continue to provide opportunities for
Japanese language study and social interactions on campus that meet the needs and interests of these students.

International students show generally higher satisfaction with academic supervision than their domestic peers. Doctoral
students also have a high level of financial satisfaction, as many of them receive financial support. However, students
who have not yet received scholarship or other financial support feel difficulty with their living conditions. Among
scholarship recipients, there are also students who express a certain degree of financial difficulty.

While the cost of living is rising, stipends from scholarships have not increased, and most of the students cannot rely
solely on their family income to support their financial needs to study in Japan.

Therefore, compared to students who have multiple sources of income, such as scholarships, part-time job income,
remittances from their family and savings, students who are more dependent on only one of these sources are more likely
to be financially unstable. It remains an important issue to provide financial support to those students in need so that they
feel financially secure enough to continue their study. It is also important to make sure the prospective students are well
informed of the cost of studying in Japan in advance, so they can be more financially prepared when they plan to study at
UTokyo.
