4. Notes for When Making a Submission
Photos/essays must be taken/created by the applicant and its copyright must be owned
by the applicant. Applicants will be disqualified if they submit works in the name of others
and/or use works created by others. Please do not submit an image and/or an essay
directly from the generated Al.

» Although the copyrights of the submitted works belong to the applicants, GIobE possesses
the right of reproduction and publication of all submitted works without charge. GlobE
may post the submitted works on its website and social media.

* Awarded works will be posted on the GlobE website, along with applicants' hames and

affiliations.
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* The University may revoke awards if the committee recognizes any violations in the
submission, e.g. any similarities found in works created by others, double entries with

other contests, etc.

5. Evaluation Guidelines
« Entries will be reviewed comprehensively, focusing not on technical skill of photography

but on the strength of the message and the content of the essay on the theme.

6. Evaluation Process

e First Screening: Members from GlobE will screen all photos and essays submitted.

* Second Screening : Works selected in the first screening will be exhibited online with the
applicant name and affiliation. We invite all UTokyo members to vote for the works they
like. Based on the results of the voting from the campus, the GlobE board members will
make a final selection.
