Princeton has an organized system called the GPS portal where every procedure or document needed to
submit is in the form of a checklist, and as you complete them, it automatically tells you what you have
left. Receiving the template for a document,and submitting the edited document or completing an electronic
sighature is done on the same portal so it is relatively easy to prepare for the enrollment. The only
document needed to submit separately from the portal was the visa application, due to a different office

being in charge of preparing our I-20 documents.
