To ensure that no university members, alumni, or other stakeholders are
deprived of opportunities to participate in sports because of their sex, gender identity, age, disability status, language,
nationality, race, ethnicity, or other factors, we do not tolerate violence, discrimination, or harassment of any kind. As we
strive to create a better future society, we will contribute to the improvement of the health and happiness of people both
within and beyond the university as they participate in sports, watch sports, support sports, develop new sports, and foster

connections through sports.

In education, the University of Tokyo will not only provide opportunities to engage with sports but also strive to promote
awareness of sports and health sciences. We will cultivate an environment where extracurricular activities, such as athletic
clubs and student circles, can flourish in ways appropriate to each group, whether engaging in fair competition or sharing
the joy of sports, thereby promoting personal growth through interactions across faculties, graduate schools, and academic
years as well as with people outside the university. In research, we will continue to work tirelessly as a place of academic
value creation. While focusing on understanding the benefits of regular exercise and optimizing physical and mental well-
being, we will also promote the development of new technologies and encourage interdisciplinary research through

collaboration among various research fields in order to obtain new academic insights.

The University of Tokyo will strive to create places and opportunities for supporting various forms of sports and for
engaging in self-directed sports activities in a safe and secure environment.
